Habits or routines: Actions done regularly or repeatedly.
Example: I go to school every day.
Example: She brushes her teeth every morning.

Facts or truths: Things that are always true.
Example: Water boils at 100 degrees Celsius.

Incorrect Use:
Incorrect: She is going to school every day.
Correct: She goes to school every day.

Exceptions to the Rule:

Future schedules or timetables:
Example: The train leaves at 8 a.m.
tomorrow.
Example: The concert starts at 7 p.m.
on Saturday.
